Have I not commanded you? Be strong and courageous. Do not be terrified; do not be discouraged, for the Lord 
your God will be with you wherever you go (Joshua 1:9).    As you go forward into this New Year of 2010 take 
the opportunity to get closer to Jesus Christ.  He is closer than the air that you breathe.  He will never leave your 
side and will be with you always.  Lent is a time to get closer to Jesus Christ.   
 
On February 10th at 6 p.m. I will give a presentation in the Fellowship Hall on “What is Lent?”   The Ash Wednes-
day Services will be held on February 17th at noon and at 7:00 p.m. in the Nave.   As of February 24th I would like 
to encourage your participation in the mid-week services during the Lenten season, which begin at 7:00 p.m.  The 
themes for my message which also will be made available in devotional books are:  “Where is God in the world? 
Where is God in my world?  Where am I in God’s world?  Where is God in his world?  Where are we in God’s 
world?”  Come on Wednesday nights for the many activities and for the supper (5:30 p.m.) where joyous fellow-
ship happens. Following the suppertime at 6:15 p.m. you are encouraged to take time to pray in the chapel.  There 
will be various prayer helps made available to help you in this spiritual endeavor.  Lent is a wonderful time to 
grow in your passion for Jesus Christ and your spiritual walk with our Lord.  It is a time to grow in grace and in 
faith, pray, meditate, read and study scripture, take an inventory of your spiritual life and renew your commitment 
to Jesus. 
 
Special Hard Cut Masonry Nails (which resemble the nails which pierced Jesus’ hands and feet) will be made 
available to you during this Lenten season.  The nails will be in a basket in the Narthex. Take one nail and place it 
in a location where you will see it throughout the season of Lent to remind you of what Jesus endured because he 
loved you. You may place the nail in a tiny zip lock bag, a napkin, or cloth as the nail may leave marks on your 
purse, pants, dress, etc. Let this nail remind you that even in the most difficult times and in the darkest days of 
your life, you are not alone and Jesus Christ will be present with you to give you strength, empower you, and sus-
tain you.  Jesus knows the pain of humanity and has suffered in his flesh and bones.  He does indeed understand 
what you may be going through in your life right now. And because He is the Son of God He can do something 
about the situation you find yourself in or the problems you may be suffering. Jesus Christ will help you and pro-
tect you.  On Good Friday   at the end of the Evening Service you will have an opportunity to take this nail which 
you have kept with you during lent and then hammer it into a cross which will be available for this purpose. There 
will be nails and hammers available on Good Friday for this reason. This becomes a very symbolic act of our sin 
nailing Jesus to the Cross.   On Easter Sunday, the cross that was used on Good Friday will be completely covered 
with mesh wire.  The mesh wire will serve to hold the flowers brought by people like you.  You may place the 
flower in the cross before each of the Easter Services. You may bring whatever kind of flower you wish.  The vari-
ous supermarkets and grocery stores have good prices on flowers. Flowers will also be available at the Church for 
this purpose. The flowers will turn the Good Friday Cross into an Easter Cross symbolizing our risen Lord and 
Savior Jesus Christ.  May our Lord bless each one of you!!!

 Almost two weeks have passed since the devastating earthquake in Haiti. The outpouring of 
 gifts from members of the Evangelical Lutheran Church in America (ELCA) to ELCA  
 Disaster Response has enabled a swift response on behalf of this church.   
 Thank you for your generous financial support which now totals more than $1.6 million.  
 Thousands of other gifts are still being counted. Our community-based partners are already  
 providing: 
 
•      Two water purification systems to bring clean water to 25,000 people.  
•      Emergency food and medical supplies to thousands.  
•      Blankets and tents to shelter 10,000 people who are homeless. 
      Funding, distributed through three partners, will increase as giving continues. 
•      $300,000 has been sent to The Lutheran World Federation (LWF), a key responder and  
      member of Action by Churches Together (ACT).

 In addition, $25,000 has been sent to Lutheran Services of Florida for initial support to refugees and 
 Haitian Americans entering or returning to the United States. 
 We are pleased that Louis Dorvillier, director for International Development and Disaster Response 
 in the ELCA Global Mission program unit, is part of a delegation to his country of origin with LWF 
 and ACT. 
 Your generosity makes this life-saving work possible. As we celebrate this outpouring of gifts 
 and prayers, we also know that we have a long road to travel together. There is so much more to be 
 done. This church is committed to walking with our brothers and sisters in Haiti for years to come; 
 your continued support is needed to provide ongoing care.
